Entries will be displayed at the conference venue throughout the conference.  Voting in each category will be open to conference delegates and members of the general public.  An overall competition winner will be judged by Bruce Tindale, Manager of the Broken Hill regional Art Gallery.  Prizes will be awarded at the closing drinks on the final day of the conference.  Any winners not present at the conference will be notified by email. Entries will be available for collection at the conclusion of the conference or alternatively please include a suitable stamped addressed envelope if you want your print(s) returned by mail.  It is also proposed to print a photo essay of selected photos in Historic Environment.
The categories for the competition relate directly to the major conference themes.
· Historic towns (individual image)
· Industrial heritage (individual image)
· Pastoralism (individual image)
· Photo Essay (up to six images on any one of the three conference themes)

Entry Deadline
Competition entries must be submitted by Monday 22nd March, 2010 at the latest.
General Conditions of Entry
1. The competition is open to all financial members of Australia ICOMOS and registered conference attendees. 

2. All possible care will be exercised, but no responsibility will be assumed by Australia ICOMOS or the City of Broken Hill for the loss or damage of entries in exhibit or in transit. 

3. Entrants must complete one Entry Form for all their entries.  

4. Photo content must adhere to the ICOMOS ethical commitment statement. Australia ICOMOS reserves the right to accept or reject entries.
5. Entrants may submit up to four (4) entries.  One of these entries can be a photo essay of up to six images.  Photo essays must be entered in category D. 
6. Entrants grant Australia ICOMOS an irrevocable and non-exclusive right to publish, reproduce & communicate entered image/s.  Australia ICOMOS recognises that entrants retain copyright in the Work and may publish or authorise others to publish the entire Work or any part thereof. The Publisher will ensure that appropriate credit is given to the author of the Work. 
7. Entrants warrant that they are the sole copyright owners of the entered image/s or have received permission from the copyright owners to enter the image/s.
8. If entrants do not grant Australia ICOMOS an irrevocable and non-exclusive right to publish, reproduce & communicate entered image/s they must opt out by ticking the box on the entry form.
Print Requirements 
1. Make prints fit onto an A4 sheet of heavyweight (eg. 220 to 250 gsm) photographic quality paper in matte, gloss or semigloss finish. Slides and negatives will not be accepted. 

2. Please do not mount or frame prints. 
3. A digital copy of every entry must also be submitted on CD with the hard copy prints or emailed to caitlin.allen@bigpond.com.au.  Each file must not be less than 500kb or more than 2Mb in size and must be a jpeg or tiff format.  
4. Give each entry a short title for display and citation purposes. The title, the category and a descriptive caption giving brief details of the subject must be clearly printed on or attached to the back of each print as well as on the entry form. Prize winners need to be able to supply a digital file of the entry for any subsequent use of your photograph in accordance with the Entrant Agreement Form. 
5. The entrant/s name and email address or phone number must also appear on the back of each print.
6. Photo essays must be clearly marked as such and will be displayed and judged as a single entry.  Please indicate display order if that is relevant.
